Taking into 

consideration their age and 

educational abilities, they were 

successfully enrolled in the school. 

Panchagavya Activity: 
As the school is currently closed for summer vacation, the 

Chatasali children are utilizing their mornings productively. Instead of 

roaming around, they are spending two hours each day engaged in the 

preparation of Panchagavya. 

Mark Report: 
After the children's exam results were released, each student's report 

card was carefully reviewed. Based on this, a merit and demerit mark 

list was prepared to assess the individual progress and areas of 

improvement in each child’s education.

Teaching Learning Material: 

To enhance children's knowledge through oral education and 

instill a sense of enthusiasm for learning, Anweshana volunteers

Field Visit: 

Many children living in different areas of Puri are still deprived of 

education. To support their household needs, they often take on family 

responsibilities at a very young age. As a result, they become involved in 

activities such as begging, rag picking, and child labor. 

To help reconnect these children with education, we conduct field 

visits to meet their parents and raise awareness about the importance of 

education and the rights of their children.

With the start of the new academic 

session, the discussion focused on creating a new daily routine to ensure 

that the syllabus is completed before the annual exams. Volunteers also 

brainstormed innovative teaching methods and ideas for extracurricular 

activities. These discussions aim to enhance the overall quality of the 

children's education and support their holistic development.

Student Counseling: 
To better understand the children and help them express their 

thoughts, dreams, and feelings through words or drawings, monthly 

counseling sessions are conducted by psychologist Dr. Kabita Madam. 

These sessions create a safe space for the children to open up, making it 

easier for us to understand their emotional and psychological needs. 

Dance Activity: 
Every child at Chatasali is encouraged to participate in various 

activities to help showcase their inherent talents and bring them into the 

limelight. Some children have shown a keen interest in dance. To 

nurture this interest, ANWESHSNA volunteers Dil and Sipa conduct 

dance classes every Saturday and Sunday.

Children are educated and made aware of important values 

through various educational stories and narratives. They are also 

encouraged to share their own stories, which helps develop their 

confidence and leadership skills. This practice empowers them to 

express their thoughts openly and fearlessly in front of others.
